We then present two articles focusing on
the neonate: at the maternity hospital and at home
follow-up. Both the articles bring important con-
tributions to the handling of situations involving
the baby, the mother and the context.

The other articles focus on the child and
the adolescent facing many kinds of difficulties,
in the family, at school, in society, and possible
ways they can overcome these difficulties.

With this issue, composed of contributions
made by authors from the areas of Nursing, Pu-
blic Health, School Psychology, Development
Psychology, and historical studies involving the
child, CDH and RCDH seem to be achieving not
only the two digits but also the accomplishment
of a mission: to open the editorial space for such
studies.
